Authorize the City Manager to execute a contract with Charles R. Underwood, Inc. in
the amount of $109,782 for construction of the Coley Road Sanitary Sewer Lift Station
upgrades. This project is included in the adopted FY2020-2021 budget.

Authorize the City Manager to execute a contract with SEPI in the amount of
$89,303.24 for construction inspection for Project EB-5619A, the Grants Creek low
water pedestrian bridge connecting Meadowbrook to the north side of the creek at
Catawba College.
